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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the role of the agricultural teachers in the
promotion of agricultural occupation, to determine the relationship between personal factors and
the promotion of agricultural occupation and to study the problems, obstacles and
recommendations of agricultural teachers involving the promotion of agricultural occupation
among secondary school students in Chiang Mai province.

The population studied consisted of 61 agriculture teachers in the district secondary
schools in Chiang Mai province. Data were collected by means of interviews while statistical
analysis included percentages, means and standard deviation. The testing of hypothesis employed
the Creamer’s V and Pearson’s models for correlation coefficient.

From research finding, it was found that 75.41% of the agriculture teachers were male
with an average of 40.75 years of age. About 75.41% had obtained a bachelor’s degree. They had
an average of 17.51 years of teaching experience while 88.52% were married. About 70.49% of
them had experience teaching in both lower and higher secondary school levels while 55.74%
held asecondary occupation while teaching. .

From the study, it was indicated that the role of the agricultural teachers in the promotion
of agricultural occupation in terms of the development of agricultural occupation, was
implemented through the practice in the planning of the transfer of knowledge and the monitoring
of the regular evaluation. On the other hand, their role in the administration and counseling for
agricultural occupation involved their performance as regular and permanent teachers/counselors
of'the students. As for other roles, their major conduct was as agricultural teachers.

Results from data analysis showed that the education level of the agricultural teachers
were moderately correlated to their role in the personality and social development of agricultural
studenis. Their status was also moderately correlated with the role in providing services and trend
in agricultural occupation and in the personality and social development of agricultural students.



The promotion of agricultural occupation was also moderately correlated in their role in
the development of the agricultural occupation and in the role in the personality and social
development of agricultural students.

The problems, obstacles and recommendations of agricultural teachers in the promotion
of agricultural occupation to the students indicated that the policy of the school administrators
should involve the promotion of vocational courses similar to other core courses. This would lead
to a budget allocation to be used in the production of media and teaching materials. There are
only few agricultural teachers and therefore, the school should invite resource persons and local
sites should be preferably used as venue for teaching. The agricultural teachers should improve
their method of teaching to make the course more interesting and updated in order to build
knowledge and confidence to the parents.

Finally, this research recommends that the agricultural teachers should improve their role
in the promotion of agricultural occupation focusing on allowing students to be able to think, to
practice properly and to solve the problems under correct guidelines. The agricultural teachers
should be provided assistance in the development of their own knowledge particularly in
obtaining higher graduate studies. The status of the agricultural teachers should involve a work
plan according to time schedule. The secondary occupation of the agricultural teachers should be
supported since it serves as an opportunity for them to attain more knowledge and experience and
as an example of an agricultural occupation. Hence, it is recommended that future research
should include the study of opinions of school administrators towards the role in promoting
agricultural occupation and also, an increased study of the role of agricultural teachers in the
promotion of agricultural occupation in various provinces in order to compare and summarize the
results collectively.
