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Abstract

The objectives of this study aimed to investigate knowledge, attitude and practices
of extension officials in Chiang Mai on agricultural extension system as well as the
relationship between official personal characteristics, economic and social factors and
knowledge, attitude and practiceé on agricultural extension system. Problems and obstacles
on agricultural extension system were also explored. The studied samples were 141
extension officials who had been working in Agricultural Extension office in Chiang Mai. Data
were collected by using questionnaires and was analyzed in terms of percentage, arithmetic
mean, maximum and minimum values, standard deviation and Chi-square test.

The research finding showed that most of sample population were male with an
average age of 43.97 years and graduated bachelor degree. They experienced on
agricultural extension system with average of 19.64 years. Fifty-six percent of them were
Chiang Mai native with an average year of civil services at 20.06 years and mostly married.
They had attended training courses approximately 5.4 times per annum. Their average
salary were 15,043.19 Baht per month. Their working experienced as agricultural extension
officers was at the average of 18.75 years. They received agricultural information about 5.80

times per week in average.



The majority of extension officials (83.7 percent} had knowledge of agricultural
extension system at good level (3.54) as well as the attitude toward agriculfural extension
system, and most of them had practised on agricultural extension as their job descripiion
assignment.

~ From hypothesis testing, it was found that their attitudes on agricultural extension

system were related to receiving agricultural information at 0.05 level of significance. On the

other hand, their practices on agricultural extension system were reiated to marital status at
0.05 level of significance. _

Problems on practices of extension officials were insufficient of operational budget.
Regarding to providing information they ‘are eagerly proposing for an updated information

which necessarily concerned witi1 the needs of farmers.
