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Abstract

The objectives of this study aimed to study the pofential of farmers on native chicken
production in Uttaradit Province. The relationship between personal characteristic , social
economic, pattern of producing and selling and potential on production was investigated.
Problems and suggestion of farmers on native chicken production were also explored.

Population studied was 102 farmers who raised at least 10 hens. Data were obtained by
interviewing with questionnaires and analysed by using percentage, means, standard deviation
and Chi — Square Test.

The factor which determined potential of farmers on native chicken production was the
net income with the average of 2120.49 baht, with the maximum value of 10,500 bath and

minimum value of 100 bath.



From hypothesis testing, factors influenced potential of farmers on native chicken with
the significance at 0.01 level were the number of chicken, selection and improvement on native
chicken, sanitation and prevention. Factors influenced potential of farmers on native chicken
with the significance at 0.05 level were gender, education level, income per annum, receiving
television programme and magazine on native chicken, and pattern of producing native chicken.

Some problems and suggestions emerged by farmers were lack of knowledge on
selection and improvement of good variety, feed and feed supplement as well as good sanitation.
Low price of chicken in rainy season was also mentioned.

To increase farmers’ potential on native chicken production, farmers should select good
variety of native chicken suggested by officials. Agencies concerned should create appropriate
media for selection and improvement on native chicken, feed and feed supplement. Furthermore,
good sanitation should be encouraged. Finally, simple manual on native chicken production

should be extended and could be locally practised.
