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Abstract

Panicle thinning, had done by cutting off 1/3 rachis length before blooming, in 6-year-old
lychee cv. ‘Hong - I-Iuay trees at an orchard in Buak-chan village, MacRim district, Chiang Mai
province, It revealed that rachilla length, fruit weight, seed weight, peel weight, flesh weight,
total fruit weight and number of harvested fruit per panicle, significantly (01=0.05) increased
compared to those of the unthinning panicles. While total number of flowers, staminate, pistillate
and perfect flowers, fruit set and fruit drop percentage, total nonstructural carbohydrate (TNC) of
leaves and panicles, edible portion percentage, total soluble solids (TSS) and titratable acidity

(TA) did not show any significant difference ( OL=0.05).
