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Abstract

This research has its purpose to study the 4-H club member's operation in
schools, Chiang Mai Province, relationship among personnel, economic and society and
participation of 4-H club member and to study problems and difficulty as well as
suggestion for school 4-H ciub members' operation in Chiang Mai.

Citizen on this study is school 4-H club members, Chiang Mai Province on
multistage sampling. The samplings are 277 persons. Data were collected by
interviewing, and analyzed with percentage, mean, maximum, minimum value, standard
deviation and relation was test with stepwise multiple regression analysis.

On the study, found that the school 4-H club member's operation in schools in
Chiang Mai were varied from primary schoo! (level Pratom 4) to secondary school (level
Mathayom 3). Project and program activity were verified applied with timing requirement
of products in the market, environment, promotion and state paolicy and economic.

There were some staffs of agricultural promotion taking part in the 4-H club

member's operation, however, the quantity of staffs was not sufficient as expected.



Election for the 4-H club member Board found that every school had his election but no
explanation given to his members there was an election for the board.

On participation, the numbers in school participated in planning the most,
secondly in operation, discussion, evaluation and taking benefit, respectively.

Variation being able to explain the participation of the 4-H club member
statistically significant was 3 variations; education level, executive of interest, and profit
from group working that influence positively to participation of the 4-H club member .

Problems and difficuity in the 4-H club member's operation; lacking of personnel,
insufficient participation of members and lacking of unity, budget, material and
equipment at work.

However, the study suggested that the most participation of the 4-H club
member is that; the appropriate work should be allocated to education level, the school
executive responsible in the 4-H club member should take good care, give knowledge,
instruction and proper details to club member as well as the scope of remuneration that

attract the members in having activity while the activity must be done continuously.
