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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study (1) farmers participation in Tung
Dok Buatong tourism site management in Mae U Kor Subdistrict, Khun Yuam District,
Mae Hong Son Province. (2) factors relating to farmers participating in Tung Dok
Bautong tourism site management (3) problems and suggestions of the farmers concerning
the participation in tourism site management.

The target population used in the study consisted of 133 farmers in Mae U Kor
sub — district. Data was collected through the use of questionnaires and analyzed using
SPSS for Windows program. In statistical analysis, the following methods were employed :
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression analysis.

The results revealed that more than half of the farmers were male, with an
average age of 30.39 year. Most of them were Mong people, had primary education,
married, and lived in household that had an average members of 8.27. They earned an

average yearly income of 25,199.25 baht, average agricultural income of 18,022.56 baht,



and average tourism services income of 1,575 baht. Most of the farmers were members
of the Bank of Agriculture and Cooperatives group, had an average landholding of 11.27
rai, and had debt burden more than 25,000 baht per year. Most of the farmers had an
experience in village development and used to be invited to join in tourism site
management. They received the information on Tung Dok Bautong tourism site at a low
level.

A study on farmers’ participation in Tung Dok Bautong tourism site management
concerning the participatory level in 5 dimensions as follows : creating work plan, planning,
operating, evaluating, and sharing profit. From 5 dimensions that research investigated, it
revealed that the farmers had moderately participated. However, they had rarely participated in
the dimension of evaluating.

From studying factors relating to farmers’ participation in Tung Dok Bautong
tourism site management, it was found that the significant factors were : age, income from
tourism site services, the level of receiving tourism site information, attitude toward Tung
Dok Bautong Tourism site, land holding size, and problems of participating in tourism site
management. Most factors had positive correlation with the level of farmers participation
excepted the size of landholding that had a negative correlation.

As for problems and suggestions of the farmers concerning the participation in tourism
site management, it was found that the farmers had moderate level of problem in the
participation. The major problems were they didn’t have vehicle to travel to the meeting,
didn’t have sufficient knowledge in management, didn’t have enough products for sale, had
plenty of works to do, and they lived far away from the tourism site. The farmers
suggested that the government sectors and other sectors involved should offer them much more
authority to handle the tourism site. Also, the government should supported people in the

village to participate in tourism site management.
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
