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Abstract

The objectives of the research titled “Learning Process of Youth towards
Agricultural Community Changes of Pasak Sub-district Community, Muang
Lamphun District, Lamphun Province” were to 1) develop learning process of youth
towards agricultural community changes and 2) identify factors that contribute
learning process of youth toward Pasak agricultural community changes. Participatory
Action Research (PAR) was applied as the research methodology.

It was found that learning process development of Pasak youth towards
changes of agricultural community was as follow: 1) develop understanding of the
village leaders towards research project, 2) search for youth leaders who willing to be
core researchers, 3) facilitate youth to learn more on community changes through
mobile meetings, 4)dialogue with the elders on community changer deezing mobile
meeting, 5) facilitate youth to analyze information about community changes in
Tambon Pasak, and 6) identify lesson learned on the learning process of youth and
learning development indicators.

The factors contributed to the learning process of youth towards changes of
Pasak agricultural community found to be 1) research funding supported by the
Thailand Research Fund (TRF), 2) researcher who become facilitator who empower
youth through the learning process, 3) village leaders who conscious of youth
learning, 4) youth who become core researchers and participants, 5) practical training
to organize mobile meeting in each village, and 6) information on village changes,
collected from dialogue with the elders in mobile meeting, which was used to design
youth’s further learning activities.



This thesis suggested that to develop learning process of youth, external
researcher should build up understanding of the village leaders, youth’s parents and
youth toward the research objectives. Furthermore, activities contribute to youth
learning towards community changes should be participatory designed by youth and
facilitators, as well as continuously organize.
