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Abstract

The purposes of the study were to (1) investigate an administrative structure
and processes of FM 90.25 MHz. community radio at Pasak sub-district Mueang
district Lamphun province, (2) participation and satisfaction, (3) relationship between
personal infrastructure, economy, society, and participation and satisfaction, and (4)
opinions problems and suggestions of farmers toward the community radio.

Participants of the study were 308 farmers at Pasak sub-district. Research
instrument was a questionnaire. Descriptive statistics—percentage, mean, max/min,
standard deviation, and stepwise multiple regression analysis—were used to analyze
the data.

Study findings in administrative structure and processes of community radio at
Pasak sub-district revealed that administrative committee, advisors, and
representatives from participated organizations jointly set and managed program
schedule, time table, information, public relations, donations, private and government
funds,

The survey found that most of the farmers were males. The average age was
52.49 and the highest education level was grade 4. The average number of domestic
labors was 1.96, and 30,100.15 baht for the annual income. The average plantation
area of the farmers was 7.84 rais, and most of them were the members of Agricultural
Institute, but they did not have any social status.

Study findings in participation of farmers in (1) community radio
administration, (2) radio program patterns, and (3) community radio activities showed
that the overall participation of farmers was in a low level.

Study findings in satisfaction of farmers toward community radio in (1)
satisfaction of administration, (2) satisfaction of community radio program patterns,



and (3) satisfaction of community radio activities indicated that the overall
satisfaction was in an average level.

The results of relationship analysis found that sex and income related to
participation and the income related to satisfaction of farmers toward community
radio.

For problems and suggestions of farmers toward community radio, the
problems of radio noise and disc jockey shortage were reported. Farmers needed the
government to offer training courses to disc jockeys for effective radio programs.
Furthermore, they wanted community radio programs to report community events.
