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Abstract

The objectives of the research titled “Participation of Youth in Development
of San River’s Natural Resource Database, Mueang Lamphun District, Lamphun
Province” were 1) to develop process which enables the participation of youth in
developing San River’s Natural Resource Database, and 2) to analyze factor effecting
youth’s participation. Participatory action research was applied as the research
methodology.

It was found that the process which enables the participation of youth in
developing San River’s Natural Resource Database includes: 1) analyze community
and search for research core team, 2) develop understanding of the research core team
and other stakeholders toward research project and team, 3) identify existing data and
knowledge on San River’s natural resource, 4) analyze youth’s interest toward San
River’s natural resource, 5) design interview schedule and collect data, 6) analyze
colleted data, 7) train youth to use Thong Thung Thai program, 8) develop new
appropriate program using micro soft access, 9) key in collected data, 10) conclude
the participatory process, and11) analyze factor effecting youth’s participation.

The factors effecting youth’s participation in developing San River’s natural
resource database found to be: 1) the participation of youth as the core team
researchers who participatory designs activity and action, 2) student become core
team researcher who organize learning process that enable youth’s participation3)
financial support for organizing activity supported by The Thailand Research Fund,
Community-Based Division, and 4) support from youth’s parents and village leaders.

This research suggests that the participation of youth in developing San
River’s natural resource database needs 1) understanding of youth’s parent, 2)
participation of youth as the decision-maker, practitioner such as meeting facilitator



and evaluator, and 3) continuous actions which should be further supported by village
leader and tambon administrative organization.
