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Abstract

The objectives of the research project entitled “Indigenous Vegetables Knowledge
Transfer Process from Ban Maed to Ban Song Nuea, Talad Sub-district, Muang District,
Mahasarakham Province” were to 1) develop the revival and extension process of indigenous
vegetable seed from, Ban Maed to Ban Song Nuea 2) identify types, characteristics, beliefs and
local wisdom of indigenous vegetable, 3) identify value and economic value of indigenous
vegetable. Participatory action research was applied as a research methodology.

It was found that there are 130 varieties of indigenous vegetable which were found in
creek or pond, rice field, forest and home garden. Planting and harvesting indigenous vegetable
were based on local beliefs. Related local wisdom found to be 1) seed storage 2) the preparation
of cultivated land 3) planting 4) fostering and harvesting. Economic value appears as decreasing
of household income and net income of 15,685 baht/ person with production cost of 3,080 baht/
person. Social value includes vegetable sharing, nutritional value, medicinal value and food
sovereignty through self-seed production. Environmental value was also apparent.

The revival process of indigenous vegetable in Ban Maed was as follow: 1) surveying of

indigenous vegetable in four ecological areas, planting selected vegetable in Ban Maed,



organizing learning process on “valuable indigenous vegetable” for youth, 4) promoting self-seed
production. The extension process to Ban Song Nuea was operated in two main activities
including 1) seed and local wisdom sharing and 2) organizing learning process on “valuable

indigenous vegetable” for youth in Ban Song Nuea.
