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Abstract

The objectives of this study aimed to investigate 1) the levels of knowledge and
understanding the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy of the agricultural teachers in elementary
school in San Pa Tong district, Chiang Mai 2) the attitudes of the agricultural teachers in
elementary school in the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy 3) the agricultural teachers are
meant to use the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in teaching according to the Educational
Department Policy 4) the relationship of knowledge, understanding and attitudes in applying the
Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in teaching for the elementary school in San Pa Tong district,
Chiang Mai  5) the problems and some suggestions of the agricultural in using the Philosophy of
Sufficiency Economy to apply in teaching in the elementary school in San Pa Tong district,

Chiang Mai.



The population of this research was the agricultural teacher in elementary school in San
Pa Tong district, Chiang Mai (Under the Office of Education District 4 San Pa Tong district,
Chiang Mai), in focus on 48 samples.

The result showed that the most 77.1 percent of sample population were female . The age
of the sample population 68.8 percent was older than 50 years. The average age was 51.82 years.
The result also showed that the most 87.5 percent graduated from the Bachelor of Art. The most
sample population experience in teaching were more than 31 years. The average in working was
30.35 years. The most sample population 87.5 percent got more 30,001 baht in come. (salary)

The result about the knowledge and understanding about the Philosophy of Sufficiency
Economy of sample population showed 85.4 percent was fair their attitudes were excellent and
the sample population in using the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy teaching was excellent.

Result showed From hypothesis testing, it was found that their knowledge and
understanding the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy were related in using to teach at 0.05 level
of significance. If the sample population had more knowledge they would use more Philosophy
of Sufficiency Economy in teaching and their attitudes on Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy
were related in using to teach at 0.01 level of significance. If the sample population had good
attitude they would apply more Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in teaching.

The problems on applying Sufficiency Economy Philosophy were : 1) the problem of
teaching, there were a few the agricultural teachers , a small budget and a few teaching aids. 2)
the problem of using the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy applied in teaching. The sample
population hadn’t trained well enough so they didn’t know how to induce the Philosophy of

Sufficiency Economy to integrate in teaching.
