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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the process of soybean production under
contract farming, to study the factors that affect the adoption of soybean production under contract
farming of agricultural cooperative members in Chiang Mai province, and to analyze problems
and barriers of soybean production and give suggestions to solve the problems. Populations of this
study are the members of Mae Rim, Sun Pa Tong, Mae Tang agricultural cooperative and Mae
Tang cooperative (Nikhom Mae Tang) a total 991 farmers. The samples were 285 farmers. A tool
of this study was questionnaires. The statistics used were Percentage, Average, Maximum,
Minimum, Standard Deviation and Chi-square.

From research finding, the adoption of soybean production under contract farming of the
farmers found that most of farmers 64.9% have low level of the adoption because the farmers
have their own technique to produce soybean so they don’t follow all the process of good
agricultural practice of soybean production. Independent variables that related to the adoption of
soybean production by statistically significant at 0.05 are level of education, labors in agricultural

and the information and knowledge in the production of soybeans.



Problems and barriers of soybean production under contract farming are soybean’s price
is lower than costs of soybean production. Farmers don’t have car to transport their product and
costs of transportation is higher than soybean selling price. Their Soybean has too much
contaminated (high humidity, green seed, sand, stone, gravel etc.) Farmers don’t follow all the
right way of soybean production that the reason why their product’s quality lower than standard.
The problems about suggestion, farms check and solve the problems for farmer timely even in far

away farm.
