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Abstract

The main objective of the study is to investigate the
factors affecting the types and rates of rent for paddy land in
the Chiang Mai Province. The results will be useful for policy
making regarding the rent issues.

The study includes 6 districts of high tenancy which
cover major cropping systems in irrigated and rainfed areas. The
survey includes interviews of 114 landlords and 227 corresponding
tenants.

The findings indicate that the most common form of rent
is the traditional one-half-crop-sharing which accounﬁs for 42.1
percent. of the total observed landlord followed by fixed cash and
fixed output (19.3 and 17.5 percent respectively). The remaining
are one-third crop-sharing and cropsharing plus fixed rate of
cash or crop. Some tenants are charged only once a year
regardless of the number of seasons they grow their crops 'while.

some tenants pay the rent for every cultivation.



The hypothesis tesﬁings were undertaken regarding
factors affecting the forms and rates of rent. The results show
that the difference in the rates of share cropping depends on the
Parket wage rate. This relationship is statistiéally significant
at the probability of .10 and is comsistent with the theory
.suggested by Cheung. The form of rent depends on the degrees of
perishability and yield variation. The tenants of the highly
perishable crops tend to pay fixed-cash. Those who grow low yield
variation crops tend to pay fiﬁed rate of cash or output. The
cost of rent collection for crop sharing is found higher than
that of the fixed rate as hypothesized.'Even though the evidence
shows the degree of yield variations and the cost of rent
collection are conformable to the hypothesis, the relations are

not. statistically significant.
