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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study and analyse the working conditions, wages, and
other factors effecting the wage of unskilled labor in Chiang Mai province. Samples for this study are.
from one hundred factories in the construction and food precessing industries.

From the study, the general working condition is good. However, the working hour served is |
longer than that allowed by laws. The daily wage is also lower than that of the laws, From the study
by Multiple Regression equation, 3 significant factors that influence daily wage are size of the
employment , sex and duration of work.

The government should pay more attention to fulfitl the requirement of labor laws.
