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ABTRACT

The objective of this study was to study policies and measures, success affecting factors,
and problems and obstacles of debt restructuring policy of five large Commercial Banks i.e
Bangkok Bank Pcl., Krung Thai Bank Pcl,, Thai Farmners Bank Pcl,, Siam Commercial Bank Pol.
and Bank of Ayudhaya Pcl.

The study was conducted by asking 21 credit officers from 21 branches of banks
mentioned above to fill up designed questionaire and also interview 5 executives offers of
respective banks.

The results showed that abilities to pay back debt of debtors was the most important
criteria of the banks in screening debtors for debt restructuring policy. The most important
affecting factor were national economic condition, and debtor’s financial status. The main

obstacles of implernenting debt restmcﬁn-ing policy of commercial banks were 1) debtors did not



give cooperation and did mot understand their own problems, 2) each debtor had different

problems made it difficult to choose proper measures.
