Independent Study Title Factors Affecting Non Performing Loans Reduction of

ABSTRACT

The independent study titled factors affecting non performing loans reduction of
Government Housing Bank, Lamphun Branch, has four main objectives. Firstly, to study the
characteristic of non performing loans client’s of the Government Housing Bank at Lamphun
Branch. Secondly, to study factors affecting non performing loans reduction. Thirdly, to find out
the measures for negotiation involving loan payment in order to reduce cases of non performing
loans. Fourthly, to formulate the improving plans and policies for an effective loan approval so
as to minimize the risk of non performing loans.

The primary data utilizing in this study was obtained from 254 client’s accounts in the
year of 1999. Out of which these figures about 83 cases have been resolved and classified as the
performing loan.

The probit model was applied for the purpose of study. It was found that there were four
influencing factors of non performing loans reduction i the Government Housing Bank at
Lumphun Branch.  All these four factors were statistically significant, namely the client’s
cooperation, the client’s residential area or hometown, the length of loan payment, and the ratio

between loan amount and the value of collateral assets.



The tesearch results also indicated that those who able to repay their loans are clients
who employed in the government sector or stale enterprises, have their residential area in
Lumphun and Chiang Mai provinces, have a short-term of loan repayment, have a low ratio
between the loan amount and the value of collateral assets. Policy recommendations for coping
with the non performing loans problems as well as preventing the future risk from such non
performing loans are as follow : Aside from the carefully consideration of such four factors as
mentioned above. The clients’ cooperation in providing their own accurate information was also
the crucial factor for loans approval process of financial instituﬁons. Furthermore, the loan
department personnel should be sufficiently knowledgeable and resourceful in selecting

preventive methods to deal with Re-entry non performing loan in the future.
