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ABSTRACT

This study has two main objectives. First to analyze the structure of budget aliocation in
the fiscal years of 1994 to 2000 of the Lamphun Provincial Administration Organization (LPAO)
and to forecast its future trends. Secondly, to study the attitudes as well satisfaction of the local
people and local government administrators concerned towards LPAQ’s budget éllocation.

To achieve the first objective, secondary data of yearly budget allocation from the
LPAQO’s Planning Section were used. Primary data from questionnaires were used to study the
second objective. There were two separate sets of questionnaires, one for local people and another
for local governments administrators,

The results of the study are as follows :

(1) Using Lorenz Curve method, it was found that the LPAO's budget allocation in each
fiscal year of study was unevenly distributed. However, if we divide the local organizations to
whom yearly budget was allocated into five groups, ranging from those with lowest per capita
income population to those with highest per capita income it was found that the budget was
allocated fairly . The poorest group was allotted much more than the other four groups in every
year of study.

(2) For the fiscal year of 2001 it was forecasted that there would be rising trends in three

areas : economic development, social development, and, political and administration development,



While falling trends in the areas of environmental and natural resource management , and basic
infrastructure were forecasted.

(3) Local people’s satisfaction with regard to various aspects of the administration of the
LPAQO’s budget was found to be low or mediocre.

Age was the only personal factor which was found to be statistical significantly related to
the local people's satisfaction towards the administration of budget allotment of the LPAQ. Other
personal factors such as sex, education attainment were not found to be statistically significant,

(4) Local government organization administrators’ satisfaction with regard to various
aspects of the administration of the LPAQ's budget was also found to be low or mediocre.

None of the administrators’ personal factors was found to be statistical significantly
related to their satisfaction towards the budget allocation of the LPAO.

(5) Most local people interviewed would very much like to have a part in the
development planning of the LPAO,

(6) As for the local government organization administrators interviewed, most would like
to see more financial support in the areas of basic infrastructure, environment, and culture,
respectively.

(7) On what they would like to see with regard to budget aliocation in the future. Both
groups the local people and the administrators would like to see more support in the economic

promotion and in the correction of environmental problems of the Lamphun province.
