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ABSTRACT

The study on External Costs of Electricity Generation Project in Mae Mo District, Lampang
Province has two main objectives. Firstly, to study the economic loss caused by respiration
sickness due to spillover effect of the project. Secondly, to present some recommendations for
regarding external costs of Electricity Generation. 350 samplings were selected from 5 sub-
districts in Mae Mo District. The data were gathered by using questionnaires. Basic information
such as career, income, distance from the house to medical center and cost of medical
expenditure were collected and analysed.

The result of this study shows that 49.7 % of the sample are lobores 24.6 % arc farmers
58.6 % has only one income 32.3 % has double income. 81.7 % of the sample use EGAT health
insurance card and other welfare card for medical service. Average medical expenditures shown at
2,764.6 baht per annum or 4.2 % of family income. Direct cost besides of medical care expenses
such as transportation, meals, loss of income due to sickness are at 1,400.3 baht per annum or
50.7 % of medical care expenses or 2.1 % of family income. Indirect cost such as transportation,
meals, and lost of income of relatives who accompanied the patient, hiring special care personal
for patient, household business loss duing sickness shown at 932.6 baht per annum or 33.7 %

of medical care about 1.4 % of family income.



Economic loss due to sickness caused by the extemalities of electricity generation project
found in this study seems to be relatively low because of two reasons. First, the loss was limited
to the personal loss only. It did not include the total loss due to the absence of that person from his
or her job. Second, most of the patients affected used one or the other kinds of welfare program.
So the expenses they have to bear shown in this study is quite low, which may warrant a further

study in the future,
