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The purpose of this study is to study the impacts of the Industrial Village Project on
participants in Chiang Mai and Lamphun Province. It also compared the participants with other
villagers who did not take part in the project. Questionnaires were used in data collecting from
303 samples. The statistics used for data analysis were frequencies,means and T-Test.

The study showed that the project had great impact on the participants in many ways
such as quality of life , income , saving and debt reduction. The participants owned more of
the household appliances and got better treatment for sickness. Comparing with the other
group, participants had higher income, expenditure and saving but less debt.

It may be concluded that, participants received much positive impacts, such as
increase income, saving and debt reduction, number of shares hold, while the negative impacts
were the quality of life and deteriorated environment, less holidays -and some effects on .
health. In total, 88.9 percent of the participants found that they had been continuously provided

with jobs, and 82.8 percent agreed that the project had great impact on their income.
