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ABSTRACT

This research aims to analyse the factors influencing the level of chronic pain by using Ordered
Probit and Tobit analyses methods. The dependent variables of pain treatment model are divided into 4
levels; a little, moderate, a lot and no pain left. The independent factors are gender, age, occupation,
chronic pain period, number of treatment, accident record and survival record of the patient, who are

treated by Equilibropathy acupuncture of Weibull analysis.

The results of the study using Ordered Probit and Tobit analyses are that the most statistical
significant variables are age, employees and the numbers of treatment. These variables are oppositely
related to the level of pain relief. For survival analysis using Weibull analysis method focusing on pain
relief, the researcher found that the statistical significant variables are female gender and company
employee or government office. These two variables are directly related with the survival. For the
chrornic patient's survivals who are cured by acupancture, they are still in pain and have to do

acupuncture frequently at the beginning and gradually decrease later.
