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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to compare the vocabulary
achievement, retention and the attitudes toward English language
learning of the students learning with the game and non-game techniques
during the academic year of 1987 at Prince Royal’s College, Amphur
Muang Chiangmai. The tﬁo subject groups comprised 30 Prathoﬁsuksa 6
students eache. The researcher taught each group for 30 teaching
periods. FEach period lasted 20 minutes. The research toois were
consisted of 20 lesson plans = « 10 with game activities and 10 without,

10 vocabulary tests and an attitude test.

The attitude test was given to the subjects before and after

the lessons. Testing of the vocabulary achievement was carried out at



the end of each lesson. The means scores for the 10 tests were later
calculated. Three weeks after the experiment, the test of retention

was given to both the control and the experiment groups. The sum and
the means scores were calculated and the t-test was used for all

statistical tests.

The research results showed that there was no signifiqant
difference in the vocabulary achievement and the retention bhetween
students learning with the game technique and those learning with
the nén—game technique. However, the attitudes toward Engiish_languagg
learning of the former group were significantly greater than those of

the latter at the level of .05.
