Abstract

This study aiﬁed to investigakte the opinions of school
administrators, teachers and parents concerning: factors and
problems related ‘bo school repeaters from hill communities in
primary schools under the Mae Chaem District Primary Education
Officey, Chiang Mai. The data was collected through survey,
guestionnaire, and interviewing of 225 samples of school
administrators, teachers, and parents of school repeaters. The
data were then analyzed by computing percentage and average in
classifying related factors affecting school repeaters. The
major findinds were concluded as follows:

1. Factors pe1atéd to Children included the difficulty in
using Thai language as a mean of communication, and children's

frequently absence from school. In respect to the problem of



using Thai, the Prathomsuksa 1—-2 children were most encountered
since they were familiar with their own languages in everyday
life. As a result they could not communicate with their teachers
in Thai during the beginning period in school. This caused many
problems in teaching activities. For those who were frequently
absent from school, sickness or health problems, lack of 1e§rning
materials, parents' need of children labor during their working
time, and the inconvenience in travelling to school were found as
main sources of.bhe problems.

2. Factors related to parents included poor living
conditions or family poverty, lack of education and indifferent
to education. They could neither provide their children with
learning materials mnor help them do their school assignments.
Most of them could not speak or write Thai.

3. Factors related to teachers and school included the
shortage of teachers for every class, and unsuitable current
curriculum. Educstional experiences provided were not related to
their living, and could not use in their everyday lives. The
children were not interested in learning and could not see the

importance of schooling.
