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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the instructional
behaviors of Prathousukea 4 teachers who cag organize good teaching
and learning by using Reduced instructiénal Time (RIT) Programmed
materials in the following aspects : preparation before teaching,
teaching operation, class control and creating learning atmosphere,

encouraging students' roles and opportunities in self-expressing,

and'finallg_teachers'~use of time.

The subjects used as the case studies were 3 teachers of
Chiang Rai Provincisl Primary Education Office. 411 of these three

teachers taught at Prathomsuksa 4 level and could organize good

teaching and learning by using Reduced Instructional Time (RIT)
programmed materials., The selection of the teachers was based on

the suggestion of the supervisors who were in charge of and supervised
the teachers in the RIT project. The instruments used for collecting
data were a teachers' behaviors recording form, a tape recorder, and
casgette tapes., These were used during the'teachihg operation. The
teachers and students were also informally interviewed by the researcher.
The observational data relating to the teachers' organization of
teaching and learning came frdm 4 types of lessons 3 gelf-instructional
lessons,‘group-lgarning lesscons, téacher-guided 1éssons, and evaluative
lessons._ All data were then analy=zed, interpreted, classified, and
finally presented in thé descriptive form. The results of tge regearch

were as follows:

The teachers prepared before teaching by making out lesson plans
in advance, studying of the lessons to be taught, preparing of the
materials as specified in the lessons, and asgigning tasks to students

beforehand.

In the teaching operation, the teachers followed all the steps
of the lesacn activities thoroughly. Besides, orientations were given
at the beginning of the lessons. Reviews, conclusions, and quizzes
were given at the end of the lessons, Time was allocated for students!
skill practiee, Sometimes, the teachers demonstrated before testing

the performance skills. Teachers aldo modified learning activities

of the lessons or used supplementary learning sctivities. In the

teacher-guided lessons, a lot of time was used for teachers'
explanation; and in the evaluative lessons, time for tests was not
controlled by the teachers, While teaching, the teachers provided
additional knowledge, used some Jokes, and gave éxamples relevant to
students' lives or provided more examples as well as allowing étudents'
participation in explanation, All of these made the lessons interesting
and clearer to the students. The teachers mastered questioning skills
but the questioné were atill narrow-typed questions without variations.
Correcting exercises was done by the teachers or, sometimes, together
with the students. This was different from what was specified in the
leasons., Compliments were given to the students who got right answers

and there was also remedial teaching for the students who made mistakes,

The strategies used in controlling classes were: questioning,
ﬁarning, and monitoring the students at work, changing the students!
seats as well as bullding learning atmospheres by providing sdditional
knowledge, Jjokes, games, and tales, while teaching, Thé lesgons were
either modified or supplemented. Positive and negative reinforcements

were both used.

The teabhers_encouraged the gtudents to express.themseleves.
This ﬁas done by rotating the roles in leading, class presentation,
and expression of opinions. The students were given resﬁonsibility
and opportunities for decision-making in clascses. Horeover, the
teachers modified lesson activities or assigned the activities that
increased students' roles and chances in self-expression. Students'

self-confidence and self-expression were also encouraged by the uses

of reinforcement and assignment of simple tasks so that the students

had successful experiences.

Mostly, the teachers uged more time in organizing each lesson
than the time given. While students were doihg their activities, the
teachers spent time studying and preparing for the next lessons,
monitoring students at work, working at their desks, going ocut of

classes to take a rest or daing out -~of-class. tasks.

It was also found in this study that in using the RIT programmed
materigls, the lesson sequences were eltered from those in the texts.
Teachers‘placed the lessons which required the students' manipulation
" of learning gids at the last periods in the morninz or in the afterncon
to meke learning time and place more appropriate. This illustrated
‘teachers' flexibility in organizing teaching and learning, to some

extent,
