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Abstract

This research aimed at studying : -

1. The implementation .of lesson planning, instruction
activity, insbructidn media, measurement and evaluation method,
cqrriculum administration and service and suﬁervision according
to the Local curriculum in Mae Hong Son Province.

| 2. Problems, limibaﬁion and sugdestions of the implementa-
tion of the Local curriculum in primary schools.

3. Teachers' opinions toward the Local curriculum.

The population and samples consisted of 20 district
supervisors, 136 school principals and 200 primary school teachers.
Two kin&s of quesbioﬁnaires, with the relilability of 0.82 and 0.90
were used In the data gathering process. Percentsge, Mean,

Standard Deviaticn, Estimation and Open ended questions responds



were used in analyzing data. The major findings were summaried
as follows :
1. The utilization of the Local curriculum implementation:-

For the lesson planning, the teachers thought that they
did it at high;level, whereas the district supervisors and the
school principals thought that it was done in moderate-level. 7

For the instruction activity, the district supervisaors
and the teachers thought that the teachers used it at high-level,
whereas the school principals thought that it was used at
moderate-level.

For the measurement and evaluation method, the population
agreed that it was done at high-level.

For the instruction media, the population agreed that
the teachers used it at moderate-level.

- For the curriculum implementation and supervision, the
populating agreed that its was done at moderate-level.

2. The problems, limibation; and suggestions of the using
of the Local curriculum ;-

For the problems and limitation, it was found that the
distribution of instruction medis was late aqd most of the songs
in instruction plan could not be sung by the teachers.

Far the suggestions, the district superviscrs and
achool principals suggested that the teachers should do regularly
lesson planning, whereas, the teacher suggested that the supple-
mentary reading materials should be provided in sufficient number

and regular supervision and follow up activity should be practiced.



3. The teachers' opinions toward the Local curriculum
in objectives, contents, instruction activities and instruction
medias were found at moderate-level appropriate whereas the
measurement and evaluation method was at high-level appropriate.

However, most of the population who was different in
qualifications, ages, experiences and working district has no

different opinions on the Currtculum and Curriculum implementation.
