Abstract

The purposes'of thelresearch were to compare the reading
achievement and retention of unfamiliar passages toward English
language learning of the students 1earning.with the @dvance organizer
and non-adwvance organizer techniques during the academic year of
1987 at Wiangchedeewittaya echool, Ampur LisLiamphun. The two
subjects groups comprised 21 Mathayomsuksa 6 students each,
€lasses, rather than individual students, were randomly assigned
to treatment groups, The researcher’taught each group for 14
.teachipg periods., Each period lasted 50 minutes, The research
tools were consisted of 14 lesson vlans——7 with the advance organizer

technique and 7 without, a standardized test, 7 reading achivement

tests and a retention test,



The standardieed test was given 4o the subjects before the
experiment, Testing of the reading achievement wag carried out at
the end of each lesson, The means scores for the T tests were
later calculated. After that, the scores from hoth the standardized
test and the reading achievement tests were compared by using
‘the analysis of covariance (ANCOVA), Two weeks after the
experiment, the test of retention was given to both the control
and the experiment groups, The sum and the means scores were
calculated, the t-test was used for each group and the analysis
of covariance (ANCOVA) was used for comparing between groupe,

all for statistical tests.

The research results showed that the reading achievement
and retention of students learning with the non-advance
organizer technique were significantly higher than those of the
students learning with the advance organizer technique at the

level of .01,
