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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study ahout moral
education teaching techniques used by distinguished moral education
teachers and their behaviors fostering the techniques. Nine teachehs,
from nine different schools, were observed and interviewed, for
approximetely 5-12 times each. The researcher spent {7 weeks from
January to July, 1986 for collecting data. The data were analyzed
by means of categorizing so as to find differences and congruity of
the data, and by assoclating related information. Findings were
then presented in the analytical-descriptive manner and can bhe
summarized as follows.

A. Teaching Techniques. Three styles were found

1) Student-centered Teaching. More time was given for

students to conduct their own learning and group discussion on




moral reasoning. Teachers used cases, legends, games, songs, and
role-plays for Introduction activities. These teachers regularly
encouraged .students' moral practices. Other technliques Included
special assignments for independent study and self-government.

2) Téacher—cenhered Teaching. Teachers took more leading
roles in classroom activities. Students' discussion and learning
on their own were used only as supplementary to teachers' explanation.
These techniques were used more for smaller sbudents or far
clarifying certain moral concepts such as responsibility and
truthfulness ar for supplementary teaching in other subjects.

31 Behavlér Refinement Techniques. These occurred both
in and out of classrooms. The techniques included supporting
special activities or particular moral—-cultivatking projects especially

behavior modification with mostly positive reinforcements.

B. Other Behaviors Faostering Moral Education Teaching.

These behaviaras had to do with particular characteristics
of the teachers.

1) Teachersa' love, gaod ‘will, concern and feeling of
intimacy for students.

2) Teachers' broad-mindedness, openness +to students'
opinions and independent thinking.

3) Earning students' respect by modelling ethical

characters.,




4) Concerning with students' behaviors by using pertinent
teaching and emphasizing for desired behaviors on every appropriete
aoccasion,

5) Always working, studying handbooks, reviewing teaching
plans, and seabch!ng for new knowledge.

. 6) Supporting students' self-learning, arranging learning

environment conducive to such learning and students' responsibility.
