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Abstract

This research was aimed to study perception and needs of the
schdol adiministrators and teachers, types and problems in curriculum
and instructionel services of thé primary schocl! clusters under the
0ffice of Mee Hong Son Provincial Primary Education.

The resesrch sample were 17 primary school cluster heads, 17
affice of primary school cluster scademic teachers, 97 school
administrators and 241 teachers. The methodology used in this study
included 2 sets of questionnaires and an interview., The data were
analysed in percentage, mean, standard devistion and content analysis
which the results were as follows @

1. School edministrators' and teachers' perception and needs.
The school clusters served at the moderate level with curriculum documents,
curriculum guide lines, learning activities, educabirmal measurement, and

evaluation and teaching aids, in administrators' perception. Those



sérvices were at the low level with supplementery bosks and work hooks,
in—service training in the test-construction techniques, test bank,
service of overheed projectors, slides, tape-recorders, radios and teachins
packages. In teachers' perception, thosé services were at the moderate
level, But the in-service training on test—construction techniques was
et a low level. All of the services were expected at high level hy
administrators and the teacher§.'

2. Modes of Services

2.1 Services on curriculum documentes and guide lines ! some
primary school clusters were circulating curriculum documentes and
curriculum guide lines within the school cluster, producing texts, work
books, and teaching note guide lines; and treining and edvising on
curriculum implementation.

2.2 Services on learning activities { some primary school
ciusters weré training on learning activitiesy supervising.by the primary
school cluster academic teachers and the office of primary school cluster
acedemic teachers; and'servicing decuments through scheol libraries.,

2;3 Services on educational measurement and evaluation : some
primary school clusters set the criteria and const.ructed the standard test
far the school clusteri and consulting service:c on learning ohjective
investigation.

3. Problems and obstacles i
Most of the school clusters faced the problems of insufficient
curriculum documents; transportation difficultyj students' language
problems, teachers' inacceptance towards the cluster's persommel; lack of
financial supports for test constructioni school cluster personnel's
unavailability of time and short of knowledge in educational measurement
and evaluation; few teachers used the service and the school clusters

were unable to service teaching aids through all schools.
