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Abstract

The purposes of this research were : to study the readiness of
administrative resources for pre-primary education management in
primary schocols concerning materials, man, money and management; and
to investigate problems in conducting instructional activities for
pre-primary education according +to the four forementioned resources.

The population under study consisted of 320 primary school
administraﬁors who engaged in pre-primary education and 384 nursery
and .kindergarten teachers in Nong Khai Province. A questionnaire
constructed by the researcher was utilized in collecting the data.
Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through the applications
of percentage, mean and standard deviation. |

The findings were as follows :

Both administrators and teachers revealed at the high level o?
readiness that man and management were the two resources for

pre-primary education management. With respect to man, administrators_



gave substantial support in providing teachers who had sufficient
knowledge in preparing readiness for children. Teachers also had
knowledge in evaluation and followed-up with children development. In
relation to management, children were able to learn from real
situations and were given enough exercises and rest.

In addition, administrators and teachers expressed at the
noderate level of readiness that materials and money were the other
resources for pre-primary education management. With regard to
materials, there were enocugh buildings, classrooms, desks and chairs
suitable to children's age. Moreover, there were sources for
producing instructional materials. Regarding money, allocated budgets
from the Primary Education Office were sufficient.

Concerning problems in conducting the instructional activities
for pre-primary education according to the four resources, both
administrators and teachers revealed their opinions at the moderate

level in all aspects.
