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Abstract

The purpﬁses of this stﬁdy were : 1) to survey conditions..or
;information sources and types of media accessible to the rural people;
2y to investigaté conditions and problems of information receiving
through radio and printed materialss and 3) tolexplore needs of rural
people in Lampang province on receiving information concerning
contents and formats of those selected media.

The sample under study consisted of 400 rural people who
were selected by the method of stratified sampling from non-municipal
areas in gll districts of Lampang province. pata were collected
throﬁgh an  interview format. Whereupbn, the collected data were

‘analyzed through the applications of frequency counts and percentage.



‘The findings indicéted that most of the .sample. received
information through radio, television and printed‘ materials.
As for conditions of information sources that scatterly located at
evéry district such as information board, information broadcasting
tower, village shops, temples and schools, they were found to be in
similar conditions. For the village reading centérs, most. of then
were located in the temples and nearly half did not have the daily
newspaper.

Regarding péople's needs for rédio programs, . it was found that
the sample group listened to radio program mostly from 05.30-08.30 a.m.
They listened to current news and music from 1 Por Nor Radio Station
and Radio of Thailand. The problems that the subjects were faced with
were too much commercials, programmér talked too much, and subjects’
free time not coincidéd with the desirable programs. In terms of
needed contents, the sample liked to listen Lo the topics on  health
care, cure and desease prevention, AIDS prevention and AIDS
protection. In addition, news and interview were indicated as the
most desirable formats of rad&o program.

Besides, the sample occas_i;nalllwy read newspapers and magaz ines
for approximately 30 minutes each time, Sources of printed materials
were their own and were ffom the library of village school. Moreover,
news, general knowledge, sport news and entertainment .were most
frequently read. However, the sample often had much difficulties in

finding free . time and getting printed meterials to read. Finally,



topics on cure and desease prevention, health care and family planing
were the most desirable topies which should be presented in the format

of news and deneral column.
