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Abstract

The major purpose of this study was to construct the test
measur ing stuﬂents intention to participate in sport activities
in § roles :- memberships, officials, sportsman, participants, and
spectators. The construction was based on the Fishbein & Ajzen's
theory. The samples were 357 students of Chiang Mai University who
took a course during the second semester of the 1988 academic year.

Statistics used included test differences between two means.
by t-test, Pearson correlation coefficient and test siénificance
of the correlation coefficient by t-test, alpha coefficient, and
mulitiple regression analysis.

The results were as follows :-

1. The direct test of attitude was found to be valid by

content. and the reliability value of the test is .81.



2. The direct test of sublective norm was found to be valid
by the technique of face validity.

3; The direct test of intention was also found to be valid
- by the technique of face validity. |

4, The attitude test based on Fishbein & Ajzen's theory was
found to be valid by content as.Far as tﬁe construct validity was
concerned, The test measure was consistent with the direct measure
of attitude. The reliability of the test is .98,

5. The subjective norm test based on Fishbein & Ajzen's
theory was found to be valid by content as far as the construct
validity was concerned. The measure was consistent with the direct
measure of subjective norm. The-reiiability of the test is .73.

6. Intention to participate in sport activities in any
of the B roles were predictable when using attitude score and
subjective norm score as predictors but the coefficient of
determiﬁation were only 9.73, 65.11, 5.63, 3.8 and 2.78 %

respectively.
