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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study present
situations. problems. opinions of science teachers and officials
stationed at each cdmmunity resource and information collected about
using community resources for science learning and teaching at the
lower secoﬁdary school level in Lamphun province and some community
resources in Chiang Mai province. The populétion consisted of 55
science teachers teaching at the lower secondary school level of the
Government. Secondary Education Department in Lamphun province. The
samples were 24 officials of community resources in Lamphun province
and some in Chiang Mai province. The instruments used were
quest.ionnaires for science teachers and officials stationed at
community resources. One structured inter;iew form was used for
officials in those community resources. The instruments were examined

~ by experts on the criterion of content validity of 80 percents.




The research findings were as follows :-

1. A little amount of science teachers used community résources,

2. The mean aVerage of over-all problems about. using community
resources of science teachers were in moderate level. Those problens
weré in three ma.jor components7'taking students out of schools for
fieldtrip study. inviting community resource personnal and borrowing
instructional media for science teaching.

3. The average‘obinions of science teachers were in agreement
with pdsitive statements of using community resources but - not
agreement, with negative statements of using cdmmunity resources.

4. The mean average of over-all problems about giving services
of community resource officials in education were in moderate level.

5. Thé average opinions of community resource officials were in
agreement. with positive statements in giving services of community
resources for education.

. 6. Science teachers suggested suitable community resources for
learning and teaching science at the lower secondary school levél in
Lamphun province and some resoﬁrces in Chiang Mai province. there were

twenty-four resources.
