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Abstract

The purpose " of the research was to analyse the factors tﬁat
encouraged the primary school teachers under the Office of Muang
Lamphun Primary Education to have instructional behaviors congrueﬁt
with the B,E. 2521 Primary Education Curriculum requirements., The data
were collected in three rounds, from two supervisors, four school
administrators, and 14 academic staff members of the school clusters,
together with 30 teachers who had instructional behaviors congruent with
the principles of the mentioned Curriculum, This totalled 50 subjects
altogether. The obtained data were then statistically analysed by medium
and quartile deviation to identify the factors which influenced the
instructional behaviors of the teachers., Later, ten teachers were

interviewed for additional opinions. The results of the research were

as follows -



There were 67 factors which were related to the teaéhers’ instruc-
tional behaviors, each of which was related to the teachers’ behaviors
ranging from moderate.to the highest level., These factors were then
classified into three groups.

1. Factors concerning the teachers’ characteristics. There were
eight significant factors which influenced the teachers’ int#uctional
behaviors. They were : the love of and faith in the career of teaching,
a deep sense of responsibility, the love of children, diligence and
enthusiasm, devotion, true interest in academic affairs, a decision to
enter the careér of teaching based on love of teaching, and the desire
to be a good mddei to their pupils.

2. Factors concerning the environment and the supporting of
teachers’ instruction. These factors were : the unity of peer teachers
who helped each other together with the rules, regulations, discipline
and the teachers’ ethics.

3. Factors cbncerﬁing the school administration; These were :
the school administrators’' competent, thoughtfulness, lea&ership, ability
to be a good model for otherlteachers and the people in general, an
avareness of academic affajrs. Needed to make ‘the administration process
run smoothly and effectively were a decentralized administration, well

organized plans, follow-up the regular evaluation of academic affairs.
