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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study of desirable
management of educational welfare secondary schools and to develop the
trends of desirable management of educatipnal welfare secondary schools
as percieved by the administrstors.,

The population consisted of bwenty~-four experts who were the
sdministrators of educational welfare schoois under the Special
Educetion Davision, Department of General Educat ion. Research
instruments were one open-ended snd two rating-scale questionnaires.,
Delphi bechnique was used to enquire the experts' opinions of desirable
management of educetional welfare secondsry schools. Date were anaslized

by using median , mode snd interquartile range.



Research findings were summarized as follows!

1. The aims for the management of educational welfare secondary
schools were followed by the old ones. Also self—responsibfliby '
self-sufficiency, wvalues , creative ideas and conservation of nature

were added to develop the qualities of life in sgriculture - science.

2. There would be specific curriculum for the educational
welfare secondary schools that correlated local area and co-operative

development by the schools.

3., The administration for educational welfare secondary schools
would be divided into staff-line that consisted of acadamic '
pupil-management , registration , service , school-community and general

executive division

4, Primary school pupils from educational welfare schools and
general primary schools in local area were entered. The region service

areas for pubils should be divided clearly.

5. Appropriate activities would be planned for instruction
with emphasised on occupations that were consfstent with iocal careers,

pupil need and country.

6. Acadamic , registration and pupil-mensgement would be

supervised by committee members in school and out of school.

7. Guidance would be processed by committee members in
currative approach , preventive spproach and encourage development of

pupils




8. The other suggestions were found. Such ast Every
educational welfare school should be opened at the secondary level and
enlarged for high school level. Personnel management would be arranged
sufficient with identified proportion. Overtime would be paid the same
as another special education. Provided the educational welfare schools
as sport centre , acadamic centre y occupational centre , encouraging
religion-art and +traditional centre. Arranged the Special Education

division into department.
