‘detailed analyses each regional Demonstration School’s administrative
structure, actual operations as well as personnel administration.
Regional Demonstration Schools in this Study referred to Chiang Mai
University, khon Kean Un.iversi_t.y and Prince of Sonkla University
“ones. - To accomplish the former goal available document,s, academic
- papers, media commentaries and other printed materials were reviewed. |
The latter ﬁas ~accomplished through the use of questionaires
distributed to school Staff seeking their opinions on the above three
issues. In addition, present and past school administrators were
interviewed to complete the picture. Alt'ogethér, i71 administrators

and staff were involved in the study. Findings were as follows:’



~All  modern Demonstration Schools were the result  of
. ideqlbgicai influences from the West which suggested the_.échools
‘ serve‘the teaching profession. They were supposéd,to serve as places
- for Educatidn students to practice teaching énd fér Education faculty
to research and experiment new methods and—approaches_to education..
" Results of such efforts were expécted to serve as models for oﬁhér
. regular. Schools .to adopted if decmed appropriate and beﬁefitial.
 However, reviewed and interviewed data clearly 'showed' that sﬁch
ideological expectations Chiefly were not met. On the contrary,
returned QﬁeStionnaires indicated Staff rather high desree of
sat.isfaction as fegards school performénce in all aspeats..
As a result,_certain policy recommendations weré offered. If,

'for example, original ideologies were to be revived or 'seriously
observed, school ~ administrators and‘staff. muét join haﬁds with
Bducation Faculty administration. in devising Proper models and
" measures as well as coordination systems to facilitate more workable
relationships between the two parties.

_On the other hand, Demonstration Schools as other regular
Schools were found to be_éuite sucéessful. in this_ regaids the
researcher is of the opinion that they have quite a lot to qffer
other non—demonstration  schools. Cértain such issues as
relationships between administrators and Staff and school Faculty and
their Students, etc., offered some unigueness becauée they certainly

helped.make school operations and performance a success.
