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Abstract

This study was'designed to 1) survey and identify various
factors believed to affect primary school administratorst mental health

and 2) compare the impact of such surveyed and identified factors.

Two hundred and thirty-four primary schocl administrators under
]
the Chiang. Rai Provincial Office of Primary Education served as the

study sample.

Data collection instruments were the 7-part, 70-item questionnaires
prepared by the researcher. The overall discrimination power, the t
value, of the cuestionnaires registered at more than 2.492 with the

validity and reliability values being 0.338 and .97 respectiva}yo

The steps used in data analysis were as follows : 1) thoroughly

checking the questionnaires' completeness ; 2) assigning numerical points



to each guestionnaire ; 3) calculating arithmatic means and their parameter;
parameter, standard deviation, comparing the means of all 7 parts via
the One-wWay Analysis of Variance : Repeated Measures and applying the

Newman—-Keuls Test to the paired means.

The research findings are as follows !
1. Part 1 and 2 factors, those regarding the superiors and
prescribed responsibilities, were found to exert fair to rather light

impact upon the administrators' mental health conditions.
2« Part 3 to 7 factors, on the contrary, were found to have
minimal impact.

3. The results of applying the Newman-Keuls Test show that there
existed a significant diffefence at the .01 level in almost every pair

except that between superiors and prescribed resporsibilities.
