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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the correla-
tions between semantic operation abilities (Cognition, Memory,
Divergent Production, Couvergent Production and Evaluation)
and learning achievement in the =area of life experiences,
and to search for the best predictors for learning achieve-
ment in the area of life experiemces. The sample of the
research were 714 Prathom Suksa ﬂrsfudents in 1984, randomly
selected from 13 public schools dn Chiang Mai. The iﬁstruments
used to collect data were the stmndardized achiévement tests

in the area of life experiences of Prathom Suksa & and five

intelligence tests (Cognition—Semantic, Memory—Semantio,
Divergent Production~5emantic, Convergent Production-
Semantic and Evaluation-Semantic) developed for this study.
The data were analyzed by correlations, score weight, beta
welglit and step-wise multiple regression. The study fouhd

that:

1. PFach semantic operation ability of the students
"wWere intercorrelated with each othier and also correlated
with the learning aclhiievemenut in the area of life expe-

riences positively,

2., The five abilities of semantic operétion of the
students were significantly multiple correlated with

learning achievement in the area of 1ife experiences,

3. The score welghts and beta welghts of semantic

operation of the students were bhoth positive and negative,

k. The best variables for predicting students!
learning achievement in the area of life experiences were
Convergent Production-Sementic, Cognition-semantic and
Divergent production-semantic, which can prédict for about
38 Percentage. The Convergent production-semantic, Cognition-

‘semantic and Memory-semantic can predict for about 35 percent

of learning achievement of the boys, the Convergent produc-
tion~éémantic, Cognitionusemantic, Divergent production-
semantic and Evaluation«semantic, can predict for about

45 percent of learning achievement of the girls,
