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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the level
of étudy habits and attitudes of upper secondary school
students in Chiang Mai, to find the correlation between the
variables of the students themselveé, the way of taking care
by parents, and the students' study habits and attitudes,
and to search for the best wvariables to explain tﬁe variance
of study habits ﬁnd aftitudes.. The 1,205 samples of this
research were Mattayomsuksa 4, 5, and 6 students in 1984
which were randomly selected from 11 schools in Chiang.Mai
beth private and p@blic. The instruments to coilect data
were the Survey of Study Habits and Attitudes, and the Sur-
vey of Studenés Them=elves and the Way of Taking Care by
Parents. The déta were analyzed by using mean, standard

deviation, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.




This study found that the level of study habits and
attitudes of upper secondary school students in Chiang Mai
was fairly positive. These individual variables of the stu-
dents themselves and the way of taking care by parents such
as extra studying, extra student activities, the characteris-
tics of close friends at schools, sell attitude problems,
motivation for success, the way of being taken care, and
activities at home significantlchorrelated with study habits
and attitudes at fhe ,001 level, The best variables to ex-
plain the variance of study habits and attitudes were the

characteristics of close friends at school, self attitude

problems, and the way of being taken care., All of these 3

variables were jointly able to explain the variance of study

habits and attitudes about the percentage of 37«21 o
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
