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Abstract
TheE primary objectives of the .reaa_arch were to study the teaching
behaviors of science teachers in the Faculty of Science in Chiangmai
Teachers' Coliege and to investigate the method of teaching applied by
the teachers and proposed by the students. The ?opu.la:bioﬂ involved in
the research were 30 teachers in the Department of  Biology, the
Department of Chemistry and the Depa.rfment of Physics and General_

Science. And 338 students in Chiangmai Teachers’ College served as the

samples. The instrumenis of the resecarch were the questionnaires and
the behavioral observation form. The questionnaires had the reliability
at 0.92 . The percentile, mean, standard deﬁation"’ and,correlation
were applied in the data analysis. Major results ‘of the research
revealed that the teaching method'appi‘l:.i..ed by most of teachers in each
department was lecturing. The second result frequently used was the
lecturing and student pa.rtioipations._ The research was also found that
the students needed experimental teaching method emd lecturing method
with student participations. Generally, the science teachers! teaching
behaviors were higer ihan the: criteria set ( —f; 2,50 ) They possessed

the most teaching behaviors in terms of teaching personslity. The
