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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) To study the perception
of social studies teachers about the curriculum development and the
inplementation of the course "Our Local Community"”. Specifically,
the research examined a) the obiectives determination b) the content
¢) the 1éarning~activities management and d) the measurement &
evaluation 2) To compare the perception of social studies teachers
in different locals. 1) To propose the model for implementing "Our
Local Community" courses.

In this study the population were one hundred and twenty-four

social studies teachers working in the secondary schools under the



Department of General Education, Phrae Province in the first semester of
academic year 1990. Instruments were checllist, rating-scale and
open-end questionnaires. The data were analysed by using percentage,
arithematic mean, standard deviation and analysis description. The
results were as follows :

The curriculum development:z The social studies teachers
had the same point of views in receiving information about the
curriculum development. The teachers who received the information felt
that they did not have enough understanding about the curriculum while
the feachers who didn’t receive the information announced that there
was no curricular documents to study. Social studies teachers knew
and understood the goals of the lower secondary school curriculum
revised version, B.E. 2533 that the curriculum emphasized the
developing the carreer, community and society. The courses were
electives for 2 periods per week for 1 credit. Their different
views were tLhat sub-district teachers received the information by
attending the workshops or seminar. The teachers who did not receive
the dinformation pointed out that the school should organize the field
study and organize teacher curriculum rescurce center. The feachers
at district-school vreceived the information from the curriculum
guideboolk. The teachers who did not feceive information viewed that
the school should invite the outside expert to give a talk.

The objectives: The social studies teachers perceived in

the same point about the aims of the curriculum for developing



affectives, cognitive and psychomotor domains. At the affective
aspect the students should love and feel belonging their locals. At
the cognitive aspect they should understand the geographical
environment of their locals. The social studies teachers bad
different understanding in psychomotor aspect; mean while the sub-
district teachers understood that it should emphasize the
conservation of the natural resources, the district teachers
understood that it should emphasize the conservation and
disimination of local culture and arts. They agreed that most
objectives were appropriate except the discrepancy of the course
objectives, the adjustable of it for making lesson-plan and learning
activities, its response Lo needs and.cap&bility of students.

The content: They perceived in the same points that the
course content was geographical environment of the students’localss
the study-resource was reference books and the extra-bboks. They
aléo thought that the main content was suitable except its
unappropriate for students needs and interest.

The teaching-learning activities: The socia} studies teachers
perceived in the same points that the course objectives were the
most important factor for the teaching—learning activities, the
suitable teaching-method was group &iscussion. - The suitable
pmaterials were the textbooks and the extra-books. The teachers
should produce materials themselves. They also agreed that the

teaching-learning activities were suitable.



Heasurenent»& evaluation: They perceived the Same' ﬁoints
that jts aims were improving teachers-learning activities., It
should evaluate both wid-term and final examination andlit sﬁould
emphasize affective aspect. The criteria of achieving the
objectives should be attending at 80 % , 50 % of objecpives péssing.
Their different understanding were tLhat sub—distfict teachers’
understood that paper test used for evaluation while district
teachers used interviewing. They agreed that measurment &

evaluation was suitable.
