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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to construct and develop the morality
tests of diligence, intellectual problem solving, and knowledge curiosity.
The study developed 3 morality situational tests, each test consisted of
20 situations. The samples of the study were 600 Lower Secondary School

students in General Education Department in Lamphun, 1985.
The study found that :

l. There was face validity of three morality tests which were
commented by the experts and the concurrent validity of the tests were

significantly different at the .01 level.

2. The reliability of the morality tests of diligence, intellectual
problem solving, and knowledge curiosity were .4895, 4821, and 4845

respectively.



3. The discrimination powers of all three morality tests were

significantly high.
