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Abstract

The purposes of this study were twofold : 1) To compare the
qualii;y of three styles of cloze test concerned with the difficulty, 7
disérimination power, reliability, standard error of measurement, and
validify ; and 2) To determine which style of cloze test was the most
suitable for testing Eﬁglish Reading Comprehension of Mattayomsuksa 5

students.

The samples were 306 Mattayomsuksa 5 students of l-i:I.'r_‘istry of
Educational schoels in Chiang Mai o©f v e academic yesr 1985y They
were devided into three groups with similar levels of English reading

The instruments qséd to collect data .'Ln;:luded the S5.R.A. test
and the researcher-constructed ; (_1) the first ‘style of cloze test
(Ci) cr the étyle of finding a word to fill into every Bth word,
(2) the secrond style of cloze test (Cé) cr the style of choosing the
best word from the 2 given words in every gth word, (3) the third
styler of Cloze test {CB) or the style of choosing the best word from
the 4 given words in every Bthword, and (4} the multiple~chalce test (M)

constructed from the same passage of cloze test with a stem and 4 given.

The procedure of collecting data after the S.ReAs test being
applied to the students, so as to arrive at 3 different groups wilith

similar levels of English reading ability was 2 sections:

first administered to the three groups of students. Each group took
the different style of cloze test by random within half an hour to

complete the test

2) Subsequently, the multiple-choice test was given to the same
groups of students a week after the cloze tests were administered to

them within the same amount of time.

The findings are as follows:

i) The standard difficulty, re]iabi'l.ity, and validity of the
first style of cloze test (C,) and the third style of cloze test (c,)
were higher than the second style of cloze test (Cz) significantly at

01 level. While the standard error of measurement of the first style



o

of cloze test.(Ci) and the third style pf cloze test (C3) were lower
than the second style of cloze test (Cz) significantly at ,01 level.
The discrimination power of the three styles of cloze test was. found +to
be insignificantly different. It.showed that the first style of cloze
test (C1) and the third style of cloze test (C3) were more suitable for

testing than the second style of cloze test (C2)

2) According to the levels of students! ability, the first style
of cloze test (Ci) and the third style of cloze test (C3) were found
to be suitable for testing English reading comprehension of thé.GVErall
Mattayomsuksa 5 students. The first style of cloze test (Ci) was.the
most suitable for testing students with high level of reading ability.
Tﬁe third style of cloze test (CB) was the most suitable for testing
students with average or low level of reading ability. In contrast,

the second style of cloze test (Cz) was unsultable for testing.
