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~ Abstract

The purpose of this research was Lo study the relationship
between a number of factors and tribes of students who continued
schooling at the lower secondary education level. Sample of this study
comprised 250 Maiﬁayomsuksa 1 hilltribes studenté in Mae Hong Son
province. They were selected via multistage ramdom sampling. Data were
collected through éheck—list questionnaires. Statistics used.includgd
percentage and Chi-Square test.

Results of the research indicéted that factors found to be
significantly related to the students®’ decision to continue studying
vere as follows : (1) Such background factors as age, religion, faﬁily
socio-economic status, parents’® marital status and the level of parents’
attention as regards their education. (2) Learning-related {factor,
i.e., Lhe 1éast-favoured.subject. (3) Students’® expectastion factor,

i.e., the highest level of education expected.




In summary, students’ backsround féctors were found vto be
related to to tribes of students who continued schooling at the lower
secondary level. The 5 significantly related factors obviously were
socio-economic in haiure. Thus, such findings supported and confirmed
pridr perspectives, principles and research results established by
various studies that families® economic and social status is one of
the most important factors affecting not only the decision.to cont.inue
schooling at the lower secondary school level, but overall learning
achievement of students at other levels as well. Therefore, it
becomes impefative administrators and educational personnel, pecially
those of primary education, take more seriously the issue of students’
socio-economic status rather than solely relying on administrative
and instructional processes in carrying out their assignment. Moreover,
Provincial, District and/or school administrators should find more
concrete ways and means to stimulate and encourage related personnel
to- pay more attention to these socio-economic factors and jointl& seek

solutions to problems found related to them.
