Instructional Planning

- Teachers think that class preperation is very important for
this level of Thai language education to the hilltribe students
because most hilltribe studen£s lack the readiness and prior
experience with Thai language. The problem is the teacher do not
have 'enough time to prepare for the lesson and the are Iinadequate

number of documents used in the preparation on hand.

Class Conduction

Teachers think the now established plans used in the
conducting of class is a good and iwpoertant one, but faces probleas
with group participation and also when students are assigned with
individual tasks. It seews that education in these two arcas are

still not as effective as it should Le.

| Teaching aids

Teaching aids are important to Thal language teaching since
they help speed up the néssages needed Lo be conveyed to Lhe
students, but there are inadequate number of Leaching aids available

in most schools and none in a lot of schools.




Class atmosphere

Good environment in a class is important for this level of

Thai language education and can help encourage class interest and

participation and also encourage students to come to school.
