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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to find out factors affecting
curriculum implementation in Ban Pang Tong School, a school under the
Office of Primary Education, Khun Yuam District, Mae Hong Son. The
population for this research included all school teachers of Ban Pang
Tong School, 54 students of grade 2,4, and 6, 24 parents of those
students, and 3 Khun Yuam District Primary Education officers.

Using the phenomenological analysis, the researcher spent time
observing, interviewing,and participating in school activities from mid
October, 1988 t.o the end of March 1989. The data were interpreted
inductively and presented in a descriptive manner.

Five factors were found :

1. The District Office of Primary Education’s policy

emphagizing life-relevant curriculum,



2. Peer supervision in the school,

3. Process-oriented instruction,

4. The management of school environments to enhance students’
lives and their learning. ‘

5. The school’s involvement. in community development and its
effort to help villagers to understand and participate in school
activities.

These factors have distinctively brought uwp students "
responsibility, self-discipline, rationality, and their work
capabilities.
