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Abstract

The purposes of this research weré to design pedagogical plans
“of English language co-curricular activities under team management in
a secondary school, to study teaches®™ and students’ opinions toward
‘content, activities team management., communicative éctivities and group
working, %o analyze problems of implementation of the plans in terns
of the teachers’ and students’ opinions and to analyze the result of
the use of the plans by comparing them with theoretical criteria.
The population were 44 English club’s members studying in the first
semester of the academic year 1991 and three work-experience English
language teacheré {including the researcher) at Sanpatong Wittayalkon
Séhool, Sanpatong .Distriet, Chiang Mai.

Research toois consisted of 1) pedagogical plans concentrating
on developing communicative skills and students’ group working under
team managemenﬂ. They were plamned for 12 instructional periods (50
minutes/period) 2) students” questiomnaire 3) teachers’ problem records

4) an observat.ion form focusing on student.s” participation. Before 12



plans were designed, basic data were surveyed, and from the data, the
- objectives of the activities were specified. 1In the 12 pedagogical
plans, each teacher’s roles and activities were specifically
identified. The content, and activities were designed to develop
students’ skills in using English in daily life and in working in
group. The pedagogical plans and other research tools were examined
by the researcher’s thesis committee.

Prior to the implementation of the plans, cooperating teachers
were informed about the plans and management, concepts. At the end
of each plan, the teachers and students were asked to express opinions
toward what has been ‘done about team management, communicative
activities and group wbrking. Percentage and a descriptive method
were used for data analysis.

The . reéearch findings indicated that teachers and students.
thought . that the activities covered the objectives and were suitable
for the students’ knowledge. They were able to be used in daily life.
Besides they provided opportunities for students to improve their
communicative and group working skills. The students reported that
from their participation in the activities, they had a lot of fun.
The teachers thought that their teaching behavior had changed
positively. The students thought team management made them understand
the activities clearer, the teachers were able to closeiy take care of
the students and smoothly manage the activities. Students indicated
that group working helped them improve their group working skiils 3
they had én opportunity to practice how t.0 behave in group and how +to
approve other members’ opinions. When compared with the criteria, the

results of the activities were. = satisfactory.
