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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study problems and ways
to prepare for the implementation of the B.E. 2521 Lower Secondary
School Curriculum (Revised Version,B.E. 2533)in Phayao Province.
Questionaires and construted interview guide weré used to collect
data from the population in 17 Payao schoolsy The research
population were head of departments and principals. The data was

analyzed by means, frequency, standard deviation.
The results were as follows:
1. The curriculum analysis

The principals and the head of departments highly agreed
with the perfective curriculum, especially at the point of student

center approach.



2. Preparing lesson plans

Most. teachers studied the behavioral objectives and course
descriptions through the workshop organized by the school. Moét
échool teachers attended lesson planning workshop where 9 steps
skilled process teaching method was explained. The problems were that
teachers did not understand clearly enough to use 9 steps skilled
process teaching method and shortage of times for planning. Some
schools did nol survey neither student educational backsrounds nor

local environment.
3. Materials and resources available

Most.  schools were short of curriculum handbooks, text books,
supplementary books, other instructional materials and community

resources.
4. Personnel preparation

Most. parents and 'students were informed about curriculum
through school meeting, whereas key personnels in school attended
workshop organized by school cluster and came back to enknowledge
other teachers in school. The problems were that training organized
by school cluster was not, effect.ive, not all teachers included, not
early enough. Some teachers were unable to adapt themselves and did

not. accept changing.



5. Curriculum administration

The elective subjects were mainly similar to the previous
curriculum. Schools did not use effective method in grouping
students, planning timetable that allowed students select what they
1iked. Organizing student free activities was not. suitable. The
information about the new curriculum was so late and the preparation

of curriculum information and the local curriculum were not effective.
