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Abstract

This research aimed :

1. to create Multi-Media packages to aid the development of
listening and speaking skills in the English language.

7. to determine the effectiveness of the Multi-Media packages
which have been created to fit an efficiency standard set at 80/80.

3. to study the opinions of the teachers observing the use of
the Multi-Media packages, and the opinions of the students who bhave

used these packages.

Methods of Research
The researcher created three Multi-Media packages for use 1in
teaching skills in listening and speaking English language for students

in the Prathom Suksa 5. These Multi-Media packages were created as



supplementary materials for the chapter 26 of English Is Fun Book II.
The researcher assiéned three class periods per package for presenting
each of the three packages to students. The packages include tests
for determining the efficiency of students” skills in English speaking
and listening. This research-was conducted during the second semester
of 1989, uéing Prathom Suksa 5 students from the school cluster named
Wangphang Nonglung, Pasang District, Lamphun Province.

Test.ing was done four times. Tests one, two, and threee were
used for adjustments to the three multi-media packages. The fourth
test was used as a final test of student efficiency.

After testing was completed, opinions of the students and
observing teachers were collected by useing the é questionnaire
prepared by the researcher.

7 The researcher analyzed all data collected during the projects,

and arranged it in a table format with annotations.

The Research findings

1. The multi-media packages demonstrated a standard criterion
effectiveness of 84.00/83.35, which is higher than the proposed
st.andard.

Z. Responses to the Opinionnaires indicated that the majority
of the observing teachers felt that these Multi-Media packages fit
very well with the material covered, activities, media for study, and

teaching methods and evaluat.ion throughout the plan in general.



3. Responses to the Opinionnaires indicated that the majority
of the students agree that the use of these multi-media packages was
good for them. 98.72% of students agreed that the packages helped
them learn more quickly, and provided effective practice in listening

and speaking skills.
