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ABSTRACT

_ This.reseaich is a descriptive study which aimed at studying
"the impact of the Silk-Worm Raising Promotion and Development Pfoject;
especially the project’s impact on the project participants as well as
- their family and eommﬁnity. The impact was assessed based on changes
that occurred.in' between the pre-project and post-project phase.
The community selected as research site was Ban Mae Kiam, Moe i,Tambon
Huay Oar, Long Dlstrlct Phrae Province.,
Research findings revealed that the Proaect for Promoting
and.Developlng Silk-Worm Production only achieved one of the project

.objectives. That is, only a nunber of villagers were engaged in this



| activity, and did earn some income from it. The other ' objective .
of promcting Sillk-Worm production_ as an alternative 6ccupation to
mlgratlon and deforestation was not achleved

As for the project’s economic impact, on project partlclpants,
their family, and'the communlty, it was,found that project partlclpants
actually were transformed from jobleés and incomé—less_ people to those

'who were engaged 'in gainful income generating activity,with conéiderably
-improved standard. of living. Their family lead a more comfortable
life, and owned more pieces of labour-saving equipment and/or luxury
goods_in‘ihe houée. However, the comnunity changed only a little. As
for marketlng, it was found that the v1llagers had not joined together
to sell other products. '

with ’regards to the project’s social impact on Lhe problems
of unemployment and deforestation, it was £OUnd that the project could
solve the problems only among the project participants, For those in
the community who did not participaﬁe in the project the problemns of
unemployment deforestation, and mlgratlon still per31sted As far as
the 5001a1 status was concerned, the status of those who partlclpated‘
in “the project was 1mproved to a certain extent, as -both the
pafticipants and their family were better recognized in the community.

-However, the social impact on' the commﬁnity as a whole was minimal.
Cb—opeiation with govérnment agencies, on the _other hand, cduld not

'he assessed, because no other government_agéﬁcy had been working in

thé;area.
