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Abstract

This study investigated some factors related to English
achievement of Prathom Suksa 6 students and the relationship between
those factors and English achievement in three aspects: factors
concerning schools, teachers and students. The population were 211
Prathom Suksa schools under the Office of Lamphun Provincial Primary
Education, Data were collecteld by using aquestionaires and were
analysed by wusing SPSS~PC micro computer program to find out the
correlation coefficients and multiple regression using stepwise method.

The findings were as follows :

i. The conditions of the factors.

1.1 Most schools had enough instructional materials. some had
inadequate classrooms and special rooms, some schools had number of

students 1in English class more than criterion.




1.2 Most teachers were about 30-39 vears old. The mmber of
the teachers with English major and without English najor were almost
the same; most of them had been in English training course before.

1.3 Most students were healthv and needed to continue their
study in secondarv school. ‘

Z. Factors best predictors to students’ English achievement.

2.1 In nomal area. students' health (H) and expectation to
enter secondarv education (SE) were related and covaribles to predict
students' English achievement with R~ = 10.42 % The prediction equation
In raw score was :

ACH = 37.938948 + 191808 H + .074583 SE

2.2 In rural area. teaching hour (TH) was related to students’
English achievement and teaching hour and teachers’' education (TE) were
covaribles to predict students' English achievement wih R° = 16.77 % The
prediction equation in raw score was :

ACH = 28.866431 + .483973 TH + 7.865861 TE

2.3 In the whole province. students’ health (H) was related
and able to predict students’ English achievement with R° = 6.18 % The
prediction equation in raw score was :

ACH = 43,401802 + 205541 H
