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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to compare creativity
and English achievement of the students learning lessons with
creative activities and those learning regular lessons.

Two groups of the samples were randomly chosen. Each
comprised 46 Mathayom Suksa 2 students studying in the second
semester of the academic year 1992 at Wattanothaipayap School,
Muang District, Chiang Mai.

Research tools consisted of English 1lesson plans with
creative activities, regular English lesson plans, a creative
test and an English achievement test.

The researcher taught each group for 29 teaching periods 3



then the students had two posttests on creativity and English
achievement. The t-test was used in comparing the means scores
of creativity and English achievement between each group.

The research findings indicated that the students learning
lessons with creative activities had greater creativity than the
students learning regular English lessons significantly at the
level of .01. There was no significant difference in English

achievement between those two groups.
